Discovered in Romania, Roger 
was first brought to life by Liz’s pyrokinetic touch. Whether or not he is actually 
alive may be up for debate, but his childlike love of life is not.

ABE SAPIEN

An amphibious man discovered in a long-forgotten subbasement beneath a 
Washington, D.C., hospital, sealed in a primitive stasis chamber. All indications 
suggest a previous life, dating back to the Civil War, as scientist and occult 
investigator Langdon Everett Caul.

LIZ SHERMAN

A fire starter since the age of eleven, when she accidentally burned her entire family 
to death. She has been a ward of the B.P.R.D. since then, learning to control her 
pyrokinetic abilities and cope with the trauma those abilities have wrought.

DR. KATE CORRIGAN

A former professor at New York University, an authority on folklore and occult 
history. Dr. Corrigan has been a B.P.R.D. consultant for over ten years, now serving 
as special liaison to the enhanced-talents task force.

JOHANN KRAUS

A medium whose physical form was destroyed while his ectoplasmic projection was 
out of body. That essence now resides in a containment suit. A psychic empath, 
Johann can create temporary forms for the dead to speak to the living.
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War on Frogs came about through a phone call between John Arcudi and me during 
a Christmas vacation when I was at my parents’ home in Massachusetts in 2007. 
We were working with Herb Trimpe on an eight-page Goon story that would run on 
MySpace Dark Horse Presents the following month, and we wanted to do something 
else with Herb. Since we work most extensively together on B.P.R.D., we realized 
that would be the quickest thing to pull together. John started musing about Herb 
Trimpe doing a Nick Fury war comic starring the Hulk—if you know Herb’s history 
at Marvel, you’ll see that this was a good fit. Roger, by then already dead, and the 
ongoing war on frogs was the perfect match, and it was a great opportunity to do 
another Roger story without bringing him back from the dead. As the idea grew over 
the phone, we realized War on Frogs would be a great way to do a bunch of one-
shots with different artists, and so we called Mignola and got him onboard. 

Herb ran into trouble schedulewise, so we pulled Guy Davis in to ink him, leading 
to a bizarre hybrid of their very different styles. Above are Herb’s pencils, with Guy 
and Dave finishing up for him. The following page presents another comparison, 
with a couple panels Herb inked before realizing the schedule had gotten away from 
him. For consistency, Guy re-inked those panels.
