The Transformation of J. H. O’Donnell was Max Fiumara’s first job with us, 
and we wanted to see him draw Hellboy. This led us to hire him and twin 
brother Sebastián as the regular artists on our Abe Sapien series.







Max adapted a handful of characters from previous stories. Agent Raskin 
appeared years earlier in the Mignola-drawn Hellboy stories “Dr. Carp’s 
Experiment” and “The Ghoul, ” while Agent Nichols was making his first 
appearance in the James Harren–drawn story The Long Death around the 
time Max was drawing this. With no printed version of Nichols available, 
we passed penciled pages back and forth between the artists to keep 
Nichols consistent.



Professor O’Donnell had been estab-
lished by Guy Davis, but Max created 
a younger version. Divizia and the 
minotaur are Max’s own designs, and 
the bugs came from designs by Mike 
with Max putting his spin on them 
(following pages).







Mike had long threatened to do a caveman comic, 
at times planning on writing it himself, at times with 
John Arcudi. He had a lot of sketchbook material to 
give James Harren for The Abyss of Time.











Having fallen in love with 
James’s work on The Devil 
Does Not Jest and The Long 
Death, we gave him a lot of 
room to design the details of 
the story himself.



For a long time we called this story B.P.R.D.: Caveman, until it 
was time to announce it, when we came up with the actual title.







We love James’s wild imagination, but sometimes we need him to rein it in, as 
with the Cold People, whose initial designs were more inhuman than fit the story.
