SWING, SUNSTONE, BLOODSTAIN, and SUGAR all inhabit the same Sejic-verse as | call it. Dan is in
an endgame raiding guild for a fictional fantasy video game called Moonstone Gate with Ally from
SUNSTONE and Vlad/Elly from BLOODSTAIN. | asked Linda for more detail about the game itself

and she wrote this to me:

“Ether Elly or Ally are guild leaders.(one is vice the other guild master) Vlad joined up much later
and he was inexperienced and they power-leveled him. Elly is in charge of finances in the guild as
she is the type of gamer who will just hoard gold and materials but never spend it on anything.

RULES AND BOUNDARIES

FOR SWINGING

These are for every couple and
individual to determine for themselves.
I've heard these equated to the safe
word in S&M but it's not quite the
same. Safe word is defined by Merriam
Webster as, "a code word or series
of code words that are sometimes
used in BDSM for a submissive to
unambiguously communicate their
physical or emotional state to a
dominant, typically when approaching,
or crossing, a physical, emotional, or
moral boundary.” Rules and boundaries
are hard no’s for people. They are fluid
because people change them over
time as they become more comfortable
or desire to try something new. Some
people are fine with meeting people
separately, or separate rooms, but
most swinger couples I've met don't
do that. They only “play together”.
Dan and Cathy’s rules were printed in
V2 and I'll reprint them here:

e Triied
By 100%  + v T n
Rules
1) We only play together, never separately.
2) No exchanging of contact information other than the
joint email and messaging app we’ll be using.
3) No taking one for the team. Both of us need to be
attracted to the other person.
4) No monster cock dudes.
5) Transparency and honesty in all things.
6) Condoms for any penetration (unless it’s us, of
course).
7) If either of us isn’t into it at any point (even mid-sex)
we stop and leave and promise not to be mad about it.
8) I'll do the online chatting to vet people, but I'll
pretend to be you.
9) The goal is variety, so let’s limit the number of times

we hook up with the same couple to prevent possible
emotional attachment.

10) No individual outside contact of any kind with people
we've played with.

We always do our communication together. If this happens
by accident (one of us runs into a play partner at the
grocery store) we tell the other immediately.




NEGATIVE BOOK REVIEWS SOLELY BECAUSE OF CONTENT

give these books negative reviews SOLELY based on the fact that they find the content itself morally
objectionable. | watched a YouTuber talking about these books and | actually started laughing. The
guy was going on and on about how horrible these books are, but then he'd talk about how much
he liked certain scenes and that the characters felt “so real”. You can't please everyone all the time.
If you actually want to hurt my feelings, a review talking about how much you normally love these
books, but this one didn't do it for you...that would sting.

HARM AND OFFENSE PRINCIPLES

I'm including this as a philosophical discussion of ethical non-monogamy...and everything for that
matter. | believe in the Harm principle, less so in the Offense principle. | don‘t go out of my way to
offend anyone, but if | do and it doesn’t harm anyone what'’s the huge deal? | know there are cases
you can argue, but I'm speaking generally.

From Wikipedia, the Harm principle holds that the actions of individuals should only be limited to
prevent harm to other individuals. John Stuart Mill articulated this principle in On Liberty, where he
argued that “The only purpose for which power can be rightfully exercised over any member of a
civilized community, against his will, is to prevent harm to others.” An equivalent was earlier stated
in France’s Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen of 1789 as, “Liberty consists in the
freedom to do everything which injures no one else; hence the exercise of the natural rights of each
man has no limits except those which assure to the other members of the society the enjoyment of
the same rights. These limits can only be determined by law.”

The Offense principle refers to a theory of crime which demands a moral or legal ground for
enshrining an actor’s behavior. Additionally, the principle supports that offending someone is less
serious than harming someone, the penalties imposed should be higher for causing harm.

MISCONCEPTIONS ABOUT SWINGERS

In my research | came across a website called Swingershelp.com that is a good starting point for
anyone that might be interested in considering this alternative lifestyle. It had a section called
misconceptions about swingers (hence my paragraph title). They did not respond to my email asking
permission to reprint some of their content, so maybe next time, but this section raised many things
that | think are common misunderstanding or misinterpretation.

~ that need to be resolved that small instances sometimes bring to the forefront. The article | link
below from Psychology Today talks about how small fights start:

“The cause of arguments and fights is a lack of mutual, empathic understanding. When empathy
is not engaged, then people revert to a self-protective mode and become judgmental. The result
is a bad feeling on both sides and no happy ending.”
